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For the 20110season we will again form Hurricane Competition Teams.  With a higher level of cheerleading comes a higher level of expectations.  Girls on the competition team are expected to be ready to take it the next level.  Please read carefully the criteria for joining the Hurricane Competition Team.

Step 1:

In order to join the Hurricane Competition Team each cheerleader must first become an official member of the Greater Cincinnati Hurricanes. 

Step 2:

Cheerleaders wishing to become a part of the Hurricane Competition Team must  be able to know/complete the following:

1. Motions

2. Splits

3. Jumps

Step 3:

Cheerleaders that have been certified will then participate in cheer camp. 
EXPENSES:

The cost of the Hurricane Competition program is $250.00.  This price is inclusive of cheer camp and competition entrance fees.  It does not include uniform costs that new cheerleaders must purchase.  The current uniform selection will be used until at least the 2013 season.  There are fundraisers available to pay for the cost of cheer camp and competition fees.  You may choose to participate in the fundraisers or pay out of pocket. 

Each girl should arrive at camp with a packed lunch and signed waiver

For the 2011 season will compete October through January.  Please remember that camp and competition fees are non-refundable.

CHEER CAMP:

Cheer camp will be on July 30th  and 31st .  Cheer Camp will be held at Shroder High School located at:  5030 Duck Creek Road.  Camp will be 10:00 – 6:00  on Saturday and 3:00 – 8:00 on Sunday.  Each girl should arrive dressed in their practice uniform, hair pulled back out of the face in a pony tail (no hard balls), no jewelry of any type, and low cut gym shoes.  If your cheerleader has cheer shoes from a previous season and can fit them, please have her wear them.  For new cheerleaders that do not have cheer shoes yet, please have them wear low cut gym shoes ABSOLUTELY NO HIGH TOPS.  

PRACTICES:

Practices for competition are mandatory.  Routines will be taught at a faster pace and require additional practice at home.  Girls on the competition team must be willing to put forth the additional effort.  Practices will be on Tuesday and Thursday.  Any girl who misses more than two competition practices will not be permitted to compete.  The week of each competition additional practices will be added.  We will practice every day the week of competition.  Any girl who misses a practice the week of competition will not be permitted to compete in that competition.
WAIVERS:

All competitions require parents to complete a waiver form.  Waivers will be passed out on Tuesday and are due back by the end of practice on Thursday, NO EXCEPTIONS.  Waivers will not be accepted once Coach Donnitta has left the practice field.  Any cheerleader not returning a signed waiver will not be allowed to compete.  Any additional monies spent for that competition are non-refundable.

HAIRSTYLES:

Competition requires uniformity.  Each squad member will wear their hair in one curly pony tail fastened at the top of the crown and secured with a Hurricane hair ribbon.  Hurricane hair ribbons are $7.00 and may be purchased on the uniform fitting day.  If you choose to add hair for fuller ponytails, hair extensions should be natural in color and done in good taste.  Hair extensions are not mandatory.   NO ORANGE, GREEN, ETC. HAIR PIECES. 

UNIFORMS AND SHOES:

Uniforms should be cleaned and neatly pressed before any competition.  Shoes and shoe laces should be “white” and clean.  It is not mandatory to purchase additional uniforms or shoes, but if you would like to please see Coach Donnitta.
COMPETITION DAY:
A unified team who shows loyalty and unification to the team is a winner.  This shows children the value of team work.  We will meet a central location at a designated time to arrive at the competition site as unit.  Please be on time as competitions can run ahead or behind schedule.  If a team is not ready to go on when called they will be disqualified.
